® Stop and listen when an adult asks to speak with

® Say ‘excuse me' when you need the attention of an
adult

® Use ‘please’ and ‘thank you’
® Use ‘Miss’ and ‘Sir’ when interacting with adults

® Use positive body language — eye contact and
facing each other - to demonstrate our levels of
respect for others
