Communication – At Riddlesdown We…

Title• Stop and listen when an adult asks to speak 
with us

• Engage positively with people we are speaking 
to and allow people to speak without 
interrupting

• Think carefully about our use of language to 
ensure we are being respectful

• Say 'excuse me' when you need the attention 
of an adult

• Use ‘please’ and ‘thank you’

• Use ‘Miss’ and ‘Sir’ when interacting with 
adults

• Use positive body language – eye contact and 
facing each other - to demonstrate our levels 
of respect for others

respect for our teachers and our 
peers

• Walk and calmly queue for The 

Diner and The Cube in single file 
lines, ensuring we’re being

• Eat our food inside The Diner or 
The Cube
